regarding the clearing procedure of certain kinds of products

In order to ensure a detailed customs inspection of the quantity and quality of consumer goods, including the ones transported as a group of products, on the ground of the provisions of the art. 132, 135 and 175 of the Customs Code of the Republic of Moldova and point 8 of the Customs Service Regulation, approved through the Government Decision of the Republic of Moldova no. 4 from 02.01.2007 (Official Gazette of the RM, 2007, no. 3-5, art. 15), -





              I ORDER:

1. To consider that in the context of this Order the following terms will be used:

- consumer goods – the goods, mentioned in the Enclosures no. 1 and 2, which are part of this Order, originated from the Republic of China, Republic of Turkey, or United Arab Emirates, regardless of the country from which they are delivered;

- transport as a group of products – the transportation in one transport unit of two or more kinds of consumer goods provided in the Enclosure no. 1 of the present Order 
2. From 19.01.2010, the clearing of consumer goods transported as a group of products (foreseen in the Enclosure no. 1 of the present Order) or of those under one tariff position (stipulated in the Enclosure no. 2 of the present Order) and meant for their placement in free circulation (customs regime code 40, 42 or 94), shall be done only at the internal Chisinau Customs Point no. 3 (Varniţa) of the Chisinau Customs Office (code of the point – 3029).

3. From 19.01.2010, it is forbidden to clear the consumer goods stipulated in the Enclosures no. 1 and 2 of the present Order, at the customs points, other than the one mentioned in the point 2 of the preset Order.

3. From 19.01.2010, in case that at least one type of commodity, provided in the Enclosure no. 1 of the present Order, is part of the group of consumer goods in the transportation vehicle, presented for clearing, the whole batch of goods shall be submitted for clearing following the conditions of the point 2 of the present Order.
4. When the consumer goods stipulated in the Enclosures no. 1 and 2 of the present Order are placed under an internal transit customs regime at the border customs points and internal customs points of inspection located on the Transnistrian segment, they well direct them strictly to the customs point foreseen in the point 1 of the present Order.
In case of transportation of consumer goods (provided in the Enclosures no.1 and 2 of the present Order) with a transport vehicle other than road transport vehicle, the transit shall be done with their trans-shipment according to the provisions of the points 402-405 of the “Regulation on application of customs destinations provided by the Customs Code of the Republic of Moldova”, approved through the Government Decision no. 1140 from 02.11.2005, as a destination customs body is being set the customs point mentioned in the point 1 of the present Order. 
5. The clearing of the consumer goods (provided in the Enclosures no. 1 and 2 of the present Order) shall be done only upon the compulsory carrying out of the detailed customs physical inspection. In case of revealing irregularities, they will be registered in the Inspection Document, that will be filled out according to the related module of the SIIV “Asycuda World” and afterwards will be printed, certified by signature and individual stamp of the responsible customs inspector, and enclosing it to the related customs declaration.
6. Chisinau Customs Office together with the General Directorate of Customs Procedures, until 19.01.2010, will work out and approve the technological scheme of customs inspection for clearing the consumer goods, including the provisions related to the carrying out of the detailed physical inspection.  

7. Chisinau Customs Office together with the Directorate of Human Resources and Training, until 19.01.2010, will work out and present for approval to the General Director of the Customs Service the project of the Order of modification of the employment schemes, with the redistribution of additional personnel, including in the economic, statistical and customs fraud sections (upon necessity). 

8. The provisions of the present Order shall not extend over the consumer goods, entered on the customs territory and placed under the transit customs regime until 19.01.2010 
9. The heads of the customs offices are assigned with the execution of the present Order, who will inform the employees under their subordination, the customs brokers and the companies-importers of the related goods

10. The General Directorate of Customs Procedures, the General Directorate of Customs Tariff Regulations and the General Directorate of Customs Frauds is assigned with the control over the execution of the present Order.
